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North Dakota Claims NCC Swimming & Diving Championships
Grand Forks, N.D. -- North Dakota captured both the men’s and women’s NCC Swimming & Diving Champion-

ships that concluded today. On the women’s side, North Dakota outdistanced Nebraska-Omaha 926.5 to 715
while the UND men had a 1181 to 549 advantage over second-place St. Cloud State. The meet began on Wednes-
day and was comprised of a morning and evening session each day at the Hyslop Sports Center Pool.

Rodrigo Ferreira of North Dakota continued his record-setting pace by setting a new mark in the 200 backstroke
by 2.07 seconds with a 1:48.80 time, bettering his own record of 1:50.87 set last year. He came back 15 minutes
later to narrowly miss his NCC record in the 100 freestyle with an A-cut time of :44.94. For his efforts he was
named the Oustanding Swimmer of the NCC meet.
