Wild About Art Workshop for Educators 


 


The workshop WILD About Art will be offered June 11 & 12, 2008.  This is an education workshop for teachers, environmental educators, or anyone that works with youth.   The workshop will be held at North Dakota Game & Fish Department headquarters with field trips to the OWLS site.  Teachers completing this course will have a basis for teaching ecological concepts and environmental stewardship to their students through the visual arts using Project WILD materials.


 


Project WILD is a multidisciplinary curriculum using environmental education as their vector.  Each activity teaches concepts in math, science, social studies, language arts, physical education and art.   The activities are interactive and fun while being educationally sound.


 


The workshop will be fun and fast paced with many hands-on activities educators can use in their classrooms, discussion of classroom and curriculum integration, and identification of local resources.  Workshop participants will have the opportunity to experiment with different visual arts media including clay, watermedia, pastel, and colored pencil.  No previous art experience is necessary or required for this workshop.  All supplies are provided. 


 


Instructors for the workshop are Sherry Niesar who has been a Project WILD educator with the North Dakota Game & Fish Department for more than 20 years and Paul Noot who teaches visual arts at Bismarck High School, Sleepy Hollow Summer Arts program and Theo Art School.

2008 Presidential Awards for K-6 Math and Science Teachers

would like to recognize those teachers striving to


enhance science or math education.


The Presidential Awards for Excellence in


Mathematics and Science Teaching (PAEMST)


program was established in 1983 by the White


House and is sponsored by the National Science


Foundation (NSF). The program identifies outstanding


math and science teachers, K-12, in each state.


Each Presidential Awardee will receive a


$10,000 award from NSF and gifts from donors.


Each awardee along with a guest will also be invited


to attend the recognition events in Washington, DC,


in the spring of 2009. These events will include an


award ceremony, a Presidential Citation, meetings


with government and education leaders, receptions


and banquets.


Begun in 2003, the competition alternates each


year between teachers of grades 7-12 and teachers


of grades K-6. Teachers of 7-12 math or science have


been selected for 2007. Teachers of K-6 are eligible


and nominations are currently being sought for the


2008 selection process. Nominate a deserving


teacher today.





Eligibility


The following are the eligibility criteria for the 2008


applicants:


• Teachers who are assigned to grades K-6


classrooms in a public or private school in a


state or eligible jurisdiction.


• Teachers who are full-time employees of their


school districts.








• Grades K-6 teachers with at least five years


teaching experience prior to application who are


assigned, at least half time during the school


year, to classroom teaching and who teach


mathematics and/or science in a classroom


setting; and,


• Teachers who are employed in any of the 50


states or four U.S. jurisdictions. The jurisdictions


are Washington, D.C., Puerto Rico, Department


of Defense Schools, and the U.S. Territories as a


group—American Samoa, Guam, the Commonwealth


of the Northern Marianas, and the U.S. Virgin Islands.





How to nominate?


Anyone (principals, other teachers, students, parents,


etc.) may nominate a teacher. Self nominations are


also accepted. Past winners are not eligible.





Categories


Teachers compete in either the mathematics or


science category.
